EBA Moderator Message with Rev. Dr. Brad Willis

Walking in Unity

Psalm 133 Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity!
2 It is like the precious ointment upon the head, that ran down upon the beard, even Aaron's beard: that went down to the skirts of his garments;
3 As the dew of Hermon, and as the dew that descended upon the mountains of Zion: for there the Lord commanded the blessing, even life for evermore.

Here we see the Psalmist commending brethren dwelling together in unity. No arguing, backbiting, and devouring, but delighting in one another with
unconditional love and promoting one another’s welfare with mutual service. Many often choose, in order to preserve peace, to live separated and at a
distance from one another. This may indeed prevent enmity and strife (Gen. 13:9), but the goodness and pleasantness are for brethren to dwell together
as having one heart, one soul, and one interest.

David may have written this psalm for the instruction of his divided and fragmented family to encourage them to truly love one another in order to avoid
and prevent the unhappy mischief that continuously overtook his children. He may also have considered the united tribes of Israel who long had separate
interests during the government of Judges, but now were joined together under one head with the ark of the covenant restored to a particular place
where there people gathered for public worship. This was the center of their unity!

First, this dwelling together in unity brings about the will of God by conforming to His will upon earth as it is in Heaven. It is God’s will for all of us to walk in
unity and work together to build up the Kingdom of Heaven. By working together, there is no limit to what we can accomplish, as long as Jesus Christ
receives all the glory!

Second, this dwelling together in unity is good for all. It brings constant delight to those who thus live in unity. This unity fueled by God’s grace and
unconditional love is a rare thing and therefore admirable. Those who experience or behold it wonder that there should be so much goodness and
pleasantness among men, so much heaven on this earth!

Finally, this dwelling together in unity is illustrated by the fragrant holy anointing oil, which was strongly perfumed, diffusing it’s odors to the great delight
of all the bystanders when it was poured without measure upon the head of Aaron, or his successor the High Priest. The anointing and the fragrance both
spread beyond where they originate. This is a picture of brotherly love. The love of Christ within us; Kingdom love; Love that knows no bounds. Love that
reaches the unreachable...This is the love we possess. It is the love of Jesus Christ that compels us to dwell together in unity. It is the Love of Jesus Christ
that empowers us to actively walk together in unity! Come, join us.
